The KINGSLEY OPEN, the first Grand Prix event of 2013, with an entry of 21 included 6 players of 2000 and above as well as 6 juniors. The tournament proved a struggle between 

the top three players WA’s top rated player Tristan Boyd, WA champion Yita Choong and visiting South American Pedro Paiva. Tristan defeated Yita, Pedro beat Tristan and Yita defeated Pedro. However Yita was also defeated brilliantly by Marc Vliestra in the final round while Pedro unexpectedly lost his final round to Daniel Larsson, leaving Tristan with 5/6, a point ahead of Yita, Pedro, Marc, Daniel, Ian Sutton and junior Thomas Pinnock.  Considering the time limit of only one hour with 10 second increments each move, the standard was particularly high on the top boards.  Here is one of the very fine games from the event:

SOLUTION:  1.Rxe7!! (sacrifice) 1…Bxd3 2.Rxg7+ Kh8 3.Rxg5+ (discovered check and removing the guard) 3…Rf6 4.Rxh4+ resigns (4…Bh7 5.Bf5 – the pin by the other bishop ensures the bishop’s safety – 5.Rd7 6.Bxd7 Qxd7 (relinquishing the defence of the pinned rook) 7.Bxf6+.
