The 2014 World Junior Championship, played this year in Pune, India, was won by Lu Shanglei (China) with 10/13, a half point ahead of Wei Yi (China), favourite Vladimir Fedoseev (Russia) and Jan-Krysztof Duda (Poland).  The Girls Champion was Alekandra Goryachkina (Russia) with 11/13, a point and a half ahead of the runners-up, winning the title for the second time.  Australia had representatives in all divisions, both Open and Girls, Under 8, 10, 12, 14, 16 and Under 18, and although not featuring in the prize list all performed creditably, especially Zhi Lin Guo (Girls Under 16) who gained over 100 rating points. Our game today features the exciting play of the new champion who came into the tournament ranked only 13th:

White can hope for is a draw). 
k) 38…Rxf7 39.Ne6+ Rf8 40.Qxf8#. A spectacular 
finish to cap off White’s most imaginative play.
