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The 77th Tata Steel (14 player) held at Wijk aan Zee, Netherlands, 15-31 January, was won by world champion Magnus Carlsen with 9/11 followed by Maxime Vachier-Lagrave (France), Anish Giri (Netherlands), Wesley So (US) and Liren Ding (China) all 8.5, Vassily Ivanchuk (Ukraine) 7.5, World number 2 Fabiano Caruana (Italy) 7. Ivanchuk, the oldest player at 45, had a pleasing return to form and led for the first 6 rounds. In the Challengers winner was 15 year old Wei Yi (China) with 10.5/13 ensuring him entry to the main event next year.  Here is Carlsen’s impressive Round 9 game, his sixth win in a row:
