For a number of weeks problems will feature finishes by former world champions, starting with Viswanathan Anand. Anand failed in his first title match in 1995 against Gary Kasparov but in 2007 took the title in a seven player tournament. He successfully defended his title against Vladimir Kramnik (2008), Veselin Topalov (2010) and Boris Gelfand (2012) before losing to Carlsen (2013) and again as challenger in 2014. He and Carlsen are the only players to have been world champion in Classic, Rapid and Blitz chess.  Now 49, Anand remains one of the top ten players in the world.
