The always imaginative Aronian (Black) sacrificed a piece and then his queen to reach this position. He now played 1...Rhd8 which should win (but only drew). Can you find the alternative move which leads to an easy win?  
The current Grand Chess Tour event being played in Zagreb, Croatia, with twelve of the best players in the world competing has a surprise leader in Russian Ian Nepomniachtchi with 4/5, a point ahead of world champion Magnus Carlsen and Wesley So. However Nepomniachtchi still has to play Carlsen. A former unsuccessful challenger to Carlsen, Sergey Karjakin, claimed Carlsen doesn't know openings and gets into bad positions. Here's their opening moves in their Rd 5 draw (Carlsen Black): 1.d4 d5 2.c4 e6 3.Nf3 a6 (Janowskis Defence) 4.cxd exd 5.Nc3 h6.
