CARLSEN  TOP  AGAIN





Magnus Carlsen's loss to Jan-Krzysztof Duda in the Altibox tournament, Stavangar, Norway, did not prevent the world champion from winning yet another event, clinching first place in the penultimate round when he defeated his nearest rival, the young star Alireza Firouzja. He then lost his final game to Levon Aronian and finished with 19.5/30.  Other scores: Firouzja 18.5, Aronian 17.5, Fabiano Caruana 15.5, Duda 9.5, Aryan Tari, Norwegian champion, 3.5. The event was a double round robin and if the game finished drawn an Armegeddon game (White 10 mins, Black 7 mins with White having to win) would decide. A win in classic chess gained 3 points, 1.5 points for a win in Armegeddon and 1 point for a loss in Armageddon.  A pleasing statistic was that only 12 of the 30 classic games (40%) were drawn.

The WA Junior Allegro was won by Jamie Laubbacher who won all his nine games including the double over top rated Rebo Fu. In all 62 children participated.
