er. Last week I mentioned FIDE’s actions against Russian players who have supported Putin’s attack including former world title challenger Sergey Karjakin who had said, “I will support my country in any situation without thinking for a second.”
Many other Russian players have come out against the war and 44
of them have sent a joint letter to Putin ending with the plea ‘Stop the war!’ Other Russian players have sought to move to other affiliations, one being GM Evgeny Romanoy who has changed his
allegiance to Norway, a country he has strong links to as a coach for  its national team. Among a number of Ukranian players who joined the defence of their country was Alexey Druzhinets, a children’s coach and arbiter who died of wounds suffered in action on March 2.
